3.1 Definitions 
For the purposes of the present document, the following terms and definitions apply: 

Specification: complete definition in one of the specification techniques provided by ETSI, ITU, W3C and other bodies 
such as IDL, XML Schema, TTCN-3, etc. 

3.2 Abbreviations 
For the purposes of the present document, the following abbreviations apply: 

URI Unique Resource Identifier 

NOTE: Whose general syntax is specified by RFC 3986 [10]. 
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4 TTCN-3 URI name space structure 
The TTCN-3 related specifications provided by MTS (as part of their standardization efforts) should follow the following URI name space structure: 
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The root of the structure is uri.etsi.org. 

It is followed by ttcn-3, which includes all specifications for TTCN-3. 

The specifications for TTCN-3 are separated into the specifications belonging to different parts of the standard such as 
for tri (part 5) and for tci (part 6). 

The specifications themselves are in the respective sub branches. Every specification indicates in its file name the 
TTCN-3 version number to which it belongs. The file postfix denotes the kind of the specification, such as .idl for an 
IDL specification and .xsd for a XML schema. 

For example, TCI_v3_1_1.idl is the IDL specification for the TTCN-3 Control Interfaces (TCI) in version v3.1.1 of 
TTCN-3. 

The specifications provided via this TTCN-3 URI structure are defined in the respective parts of the TTCN-3 standard. 

This name space is extendable for new versions of TTCN-3 as well as for new parts of the standard.
