4 Requirements

It is common that operators operate more than one RAT. To save CAPEX, some radio equipment can be shared
between the different RATs. Radio equipment can also be shared within aRAT. ThisNRM makes it easy to operate
such shared radio equipment and to understand the consequencesin all affected RATs when achangeismadein a
shared equipment.

RATs are served by each managed object.

REQ-GRAN_NRM-CON-003: The IRPAgent shall support a capability allowing the IRPManager to perform basic
configuration and retrieve inventory information of repeater (see 3GPP TS 25.106 [8]).
